NAUTICAL FACT OF THE DAY
GYRO COMPASS
The gyro compass is an electrically driven
compass that owes its directional properties to
a perfectly balanced wheel, or rotor, that spins
at high speed symmetrically about an axis (the
‘gyro’). It has now replaced the magnetic
compass in virtually in all commercial shipping.
The gyro is not affected by magnetism so
compass adjustment is no longer necessary,
nor corrections from compass to true bearings.
‘Repeaters’ are normally driven by the master
gyro compass for use on the bridge and to
feed electronic equipment such as radar and
electronic dead reckoning instruments.
Unless subjected to any external force the
perfect gyroscope will continue to point in the
same direction in space.
